WORKED EXAMPLE 
The marks score by John in a test are :- 

20, 25,30, 35, 20, 20, 35,40,41. Find mean, median,
mode and range

Mean=  20+25+30+35+20+20+35+40+41/9
= 29.55

Arrange data in increasing order=
20,20,20,25,30,35,35,40,41
Median= 30.  (middle value)

Range = 41-20 = 21 (Highest value-lowest value)
Mode= 20 (Most Common)
